EU PACKAGiNG AND PAQKAG:iNG WASTE REGULATION: EUROPEAN
COMMISSION PUBLISHES GUIDELINES AND Q&A DOCUMENT

On 30 March the European Commission published guidelines on the implementation
of the Packaging and Packaging Waste Regulation (PPWR).

This document also spells out the restrictions on single-use packaging, enforcement
of the PFAS (perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl substances) restriction in food contact
packaging, and the application of re-use targets. In addition, it provides guidance on
how to apply extended producer responsibility for packaging and on the obligation to
set up deposit and return systems.

The accompanying Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) address a wide range of
practical issues raised by stakeholders since the adoption of the PPWR last year. The
Commission will update the FAQ document as needed. While providing more clarity
on key provisions of the new packaging rules, the guidance document and the FAQs
do not replace, add to, or amend the provisions of the PPWR.

FRUCOM concerns: the Q&A and the guidelines do not address questions of concern
for FRUCOM members, including the scope of Annex V point 1 (plastic packaging for
grouping carton boxes of ready to eat products for children e.g. small boxes of raisins
or dried fruit pieces) and Annex V point 4 (whether peanut or other nut butter are
included in the scope of condiments for the purpose of the prohibition of single use
plastic packaging in HORECA).

Next Steps

The Commission guidance document will be translated into all EU official languages
before being formally adopted.

The Commission will continue to monitor and facilitate the implementation of the PPWR
to ensure a smooth and effective roll out of the new rules.

Several delegated and _implementing acts are being prepared, including on
harmonised registration and reporting formats for the extended producer responsibility,
labelling for waste sorting by consumers, recycled content in plastic packaging, and
recyclability criteria.

AUSTRALIA AND EU CONCLUDE FREE TRADE AGREEMENT - CONCERNS
NUTS AND SEAFOOD

On 24 March, the EU and Australia concluded negotiations for a free trade agreement
(FTA). The FTA final text was agreed during a leaders' meeting in Canberra between
European Commission President Ursula von der Leyen and Australia’s Prime Minister,
Anthony Albanese.

In terms of the liberalisation schedule and offer, the website of the Australian
Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade (DFAT) reports:
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EU tariffs on tree nuts will be eliminated immediately on entry into
force (e.g. current EU tariffs of up to 5.6% on almonds ,5.1%
on walnuts , 2% on macadamia nuts.

Tree
Nuts

EU tariffs on seafood will be eliminated immediately on entry into force
Seafood ((e.g. current EU tariffs of up to 15% on kingfish, 12% on prawns, 11%
on abalone.)

Honey |EU tariff of 17.3% will be eliminated over 3 years.

Next steps on the FTA
On the EU side, the negotiated draft texts will be published shortly.

The texts will go through the necessary internal procedures before the Commission
will put forward its proposal to the Council for the signature and conclusion of the
agreement. Once adopted by the Council, the EU and Australia can sign the
agreement.

Following the signature, the agreement requires the European Parliament's consent,
and the Council's decision on conclusion for it to enter into force. Once Australia also
ratifies the Agreement, it can enter into force.

EU-US TARIFFS: EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT ADOPTS iTS POSITION FOR
NEGOTIATIONS WiTH MEMBER STATES ON THE TRADE AGREEMENT WITH
THE US

On Thursday 26 March, Members of the European Parliament voted in Plenary in
favour of the amendments tabled by the INTA Committee in relation to the EU-US trade
deal and lobster deal.

The two legislative acts were adopted by 417 votes in favour and 154 against, with 71
abstentions (adjustment of customs duties and opening of tariff quotas for the import
of certain goods originating in the US); and 437 votes in favour and 144 against, with
60 abstentions (non-application of customs duties on imports of certain goods).

The Parliament is now ready to start negotiations with EU Member States (EU Council)
on the final shape of the legislation. According to the MEP Bernd Lange, the rapporteur
of this file, the Parliament will try to lock in the first trilogue negotiation date on 15 April,
but this will also depend on the Council. What is less clear, according to Mr Lange,
there is no clear date foreseen for the end of trilogues and the Plenary vote on the final
text.

Revisions adopted by the Parliament on 26 March:

- Suspension clause: tariff preferences with the US can be suspended under a number
of conditions: if the US were to impose additional tariffs exceeding the agreed 15%
ceiling, or any new duties on EU goods, if the US for example undermined the
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objectives of the deal, discriminated against EU economic operators, threatened
member states’ territorial integrity, foreign and defence policies, or engaged in
economic coercion.

- Sunrise clause: the new (lower) tariffs only become effective if the US respects its
commitments. These conditions include the US lowering its tariffs on EU products with
a steel and aluminium content below 50%, to a tariff of maximum 15%.

- Sunset clause: expiry date for the main regulation on 31 March 2028. This could only
be extended via a new legislative proposal, to be submitted following a thorough impact
assessment of the effects of the regulation.

- Safeguard mechanism: Commission must monitor the impact of the new rules and
be able to suspend the new tariffs temporarily, should US imports reach a level that
could cause serious harm to EU industry, for instance in the event of a 10% increase
in imports of a particular group of products.

PESTICIDES: EFSA PESTIiCIDE RiSK ASSESSMENT ON CYPERMETHRINS -
OUTCOME OF CONSULTATIONS

The European Food Safety Authority (EFSA) has published its "Outcome of the
consultation with Member States, the applicant and EFSA on the pesticide risk
assessment for cypermethrin in light of confirmatory information".

Major reservations have been identified regarding the conclusions reached by the
Rapporteur Member State on the potential for endocrine disruption (ED) of
cypermethrin in humans and non-target organisms, through the EAS-modalities.

Thus, a peer review is proposed to discuss the available assessment with Member
States. In this respect, it is noted that the ED hazard identification for human health
and environment of cypermethrin will be discussed by the ECHA Risk Assessment
Committee (RAC) for its possible harmonised classification and labelling under
Regulation (EC) no 1272/2008.

Cypermethrins are in the top 10 most detected pesticides in the FRUCOM database in
2025. Detections in the FRUCOM database are mostly in sultanas, raisins, dried
apricots and dried cherries.

CONTAMINANTS: COMMISSION AND MEMBER STATES WORKING GROUP
DISCUSSIONS (NICKEL, ACRYLAMIDE, PAH, PFAS, ETC.)

FRUCOM has received information on recent technical discussions between the
Commission and Member states. Please find an overview of relevant topics below:

Nickel ML increase for hazelnuts
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Current discussions concern an increase in ML from 3.5 to 4mg/kg. This level was
achieved based on a large, representative data set supplied by EFSA. Member States
would not be open to consider stakeholder data to further review the Maximum Levels.

Draft monitoring recommendation for heavy metals in canned fish - The maximum level
should apply to drained fish, based on a proposal for a harmonised approach to
draining fish.

Draft Requlation on the maximum levels for polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHS)
in smoked fish

As previously announced, a reduction in the ML is proposed. It is less significant than
was initially thought possible, and highlights the need to regularly discuss whether
possible ML reductions such as this one. 4H-pyran-4-one has now also been added to
the monitoring recommendation, as smoked products may contain high concentrations
of this substance.

There is currently no definition of the smoking of products, and this needs to be
clarified.

Discussions on acrylamide - review of existing benchmark levels, new benchmark
levels for certain foods and maximum levels for certain foods

The mitigation measures in the relevant Regulation will be revised. The benchmark
levels (BMLs) are linked to the mitigation measures. If a BML is exceeded, mitigation
measures must be investigated. The BML for vegetable crisps appears to need to be
higher than was anticipated. A BML is now also being proposed for tinned fruit and
vegetables.

Tiger nuts - discussions on increase of MLs for nickel, cadmium and lead.

The ML for cadmium in tiger nuts has recently been increased, so no revision is
necessary. For nickel, eight data points have been submitted by a stakeholder, which
were not deemed to justify an ML increase. An increase of the ML for lead was also
seen as unnecessary. More data may be submitted by Member States soon.

PFAS - There is an audit by the European Court of Auditors on this topic. Questions
are being asked, for example, as to whether MLs should be introduced for more food
products, and whether multiple PFAS require an ML.

MOAH (approach by Member States) - Currently, the April 2022 statement applies,
and according to that statement, some action limits are lower than the MLs that will
come into force later.

EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND EU COUNCIL REACH AGREEMENT ON EU
CUSTOMS UNION REFORM

On 26 March 2026, the European Parliament and the Council finalised negotiations on
the EU Customs Union reform.

The European Commission put forward a customs reform package in May 2023, to
update and integrate customs operations across the EU.

This reform is built on three pillars: smarter risk management and customs controls, a
modern framework for e-commerce, and a stronger partnership with businesses.
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This includes a new institution — the EU Customs Authority ('EUCA"), which will be
based in Lille, France. It will coordinate and modernise customs operations across all
27 Member States.

The EU Customs Authority will also manage the EU Customs Data Hub, a single digital
interface for all customs operations in the EU. The data hub will allow businesses to
submit data only once, eliminating the need for traders to navigate through multiple
national systems.

The reform also strengthens the framework for trusted traders. Businesses with strong
compliance records will benefit from simplified procedures and fewer controls.

The provisional agreement needs to be officially approved by Parliament in plenary as
well as by the EU Council, before it will become law. The revised Regulation will enter
into force twenty days after its publication in the Official Journal of the European Union.

The EU Customs Authority will begin activities in 2027 and with the launch of the EU
Customs Data Hub, the central data platform, for e-commerce in 2028. The Data Hub
will open for all other businesses in 2031. In 2034, the Data Hub will expand to all
traders and become the single mandatory EU Customs entry point.

EU AGREEMENT WiTH MERCOSUR: PROVIiSIONAL APPLICATION FROM 1 MAY
2026

The European Union on 23 March notified to the Mercosur countries its instrument of
provisional application for the EU-Mercosur interim Trade Agreement (iTA).

By sending its “note verbale” to Paraguay, the legal guardian of the Mercosur treaties,
the European Commission has taken the final procedural step required for provisional
application, in line with the Council Decision of 9 January.

The iTA will thus apply provisionally from 1 May between the EU and all Mercosur
countries that complete their ratification procedures and notified the EU before the end
of March - Argentina, Brazil and Uruguay have already done so. Paraguay has recently
ratified the agreement and is expected to send its notification soon.

Exporters will be able to learn more on how to profit from this deal via the
Access2Markets platform. All information will be available soon online.

Safequard Measure

In terms of the Mercosur safeguarding measures, the Regulation (EU) 2026/687 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 11 March 2026 implementing the bilateral
safeguard clauses of the EU-Mercosur Partnership Agreement and the EU-Mercosur
Interim Trade Agreement for agricultural products was published in the Official Journal
of the European on 19 March 2026.

This regulation will enter into force on the twentieth day following that of its publication
in the Official Journal of the European Union.

The regulation builds on existing EU safeguard mechanisms but introduces faster
procedures and simplified triggers for action. Notably, it establishes a 5% threshold
over a three-year average for initiating an investigation for sensitive products. Such
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investigations will be concluded within four months, and provisional measures can be
implemented within 21 days in urgent cases.

Avrupa Komisyonu, Mayis 2023’te AB genelinde gumruk iglemlerini glincellemek ve
entegre etmek amaciyla bir reform paketi dnermistir.

Bu reform U¢ temel sutuna dayanmaktadir: daha akilli risk yonetimi ve gumruk
kontrolleri, e-ticaret icin modern bir gerceve ve isletmelerle daha gugclu bir ortaklik.
Reform kapsaminda yeni bir kurum olusturulacaktir — AB Gumruk Otoritesi (EUCA).
Bu kurum Fransa’nin Lille sehrinde bulunacak ve 27 Uye Devlet genelinde giimriik
operasyonlarini koordine edip modernize edecektir.

AB GUmruk Otoritesi ayrica, AB’deki tim glimruk islemleri icin tek bir dijital araytz
olacak olan AB Gumruk Veri Merkezi’'ni (EU Customs Data Hub) yonetecektir. Bu veri



merkezi sayesinde igletmeler verilerini yalnizca bir kez sunabilecek ve farkli ulusal
sistemler arasinda islem yapma zorunlulugu ortadan kalkacaktir.

Reform ayni zamanda guvenilir ticaret yapan isletmelere yonelik ¢ergeveyi
guglendirmektedir. Uyum dlzeyi ylksek olan firmalar, basitlestiriimis prosedurlerden
ve daha az denetimden faydalanacaktir.

Gegcici anlagsmanin yurarlige girebilmesi icin Avrupa Parlamentosu’nun Genel
Kurul’da ve AB Konseyi’'nin resmi onay1 gerekmektedir. Revize edilen Tuzuk, Avrupa

AB Gumruk Otoritesi 2027 yilinda faaliyetlerine baslayacak olup, AB Gumruk Veri
Merkezi 2028 yilinda e-ticaret igin devreye alinacaktir. Veri Merkezi, 2031 yilinda
diger tum igletmelere agilacak ve 2034 yilinda tum tlccarlar i¢in zorunlu tek giris
noktasi haline gelecektir.
