EU AND INDONESIA CONCLUDE TRADE AGREEMENT NEGOTIATIONS

On 23 September, the EU and Indonesia finalised negotiations for a Comprehensive
Economic Partnership Agreement (CEPA) and an Investment Protection Agreement
(IPA). On the EU side, negotiations were led by Commissioner for Trade and Economic
Security Maro$ Seféovi¢, who was in Indonesia last week.

Negotiations for an FTA with Indonesia started in July 2016. The 19% and last formal
negotiating round was held in July 2024, followed by intersessional discussions at
technical and political level. European Commission President von der Leyen and
Indonesia's President Prabowo reached a political agreement on the conclusion of the
FTA in July 2025, leading up to the conclusion of the negotiations on 23 September
2025.

The negotiated draft texts will be published shortly. These texts will go through legal
revision and translation into all official EU languages. The European Commission will
then put forward its proposal to the Council for the signature and conclusion of the
CEPA and the IPA. Once adopted by the Council, the EU and Indonesia can sign the
agreements.

Following the signature, the texts will be transmitted to the European Parliament for
consent. After the consent by the European Parliament, and once Indonesia also
ratifies them, the CEPA and IPA can enter into force.

ORGANICS: CiviL DIALOGUE GROUP MEETING 24.09 - SIMPLIFICATION,
TRADE AGREEMENTS, CONSUMPTION

On 24 September, FRUCOM attended the Joint Meeting of the Expert Group & the
Civil Dialogue Group on Organic Production and the “Organic Ambassadors”, held in
a hybrid format in Brussels.

The agenda included statements from several EU Member States, as well as
stakeholder organisations. Please find the main meeting notes below:
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09h40-10h35: Demand: Enhancing the Competitiveness of the EU Organic
Sector

Statement of Denmark Representative

The main challenges to organic farmers are related to new farming technologies not
yet being allowed. Promoting consumer information regarding the value added of
organic farming is also key to maintain/improve competitiveness.

Among the national promotion initiatives, the main focus was on enhancing consumer
awareness.

Statement Of Spain Representative

Promoting organic production is one of the strategic priorities of national food strategy.

Under a new regulation, it is now mandatory to include organic food in schools. The
intention is to expand to hospitals and other public service entities.

The organic consumption grew 10% from 2022-2023, and consumer expenses have
been growing year to year since 2012. There was a significant growth in exports from
2022-2023 (almost double).

To increase demand, the most important is to focus on consumer characterisation and
information/awareness.

Statement Of IFOAM Organics Europe Representative

General issues identified:

o« Complexity of the regulation — clear and transparent interpretations and
exchange between Member States, best practices.

« Impact assessments and transitions better fit to implementation of new rules.
o Fast-track approval of natural substances.

10h50-11h45: Supply: Simplifying the EU Organic Framework

Statement Of Germany Representative

The organic farming area increased from 9.7% (2019) to 11.5% (2024), and there was
virtually no increase from 2023-2024.

The main focus is simplification - achieving organic certification is often seen as a
“‘heavy burden”, especially for mixed processors. The conversion to organic must be
easy and financially sustainable (crucial role of future CAP). Simplification measures
in the organic regulatory framework must be taken, both at national and EU level —
especially in reducing administrative burdens, and especially for SME operators.

Statement Of Czech Republic Representative

National statistics:
e Currently, around 13% of farms are organic.

« National goals by 2027: 22% of farmland (Current 17.5%). 4% consumption share
(currently 1.6%, and increasing). 5% share in organic food in public catering
(current 1%).

« Subsidies to Organic Farming — tendency to increase. Around 11% increase from
2023 to 2024.



e The overall demand for investment support from organic farms far exceeds the
financial capabilities of the state.

Requests for the Commission:

« More clarification needed — online explanatory tool for legislation, more practical
examples.

« Emergency situations — stronger guidance by COM.

e Consolidation of the secondary Ilegislation — combining relevant
delegated/implementing acts.

o Contamination — harmonization of assessment of cases.
o Derogations should be disincentivized.
Statement Of Copa-Cogeca Representative

On a survey addressing "Challenges to Farmers", financial sustainability was the main
identified concern. Some organic farmers have reported to be reconverting to
conventional farming. In addition, some EU markets are showing stagnation and
declining sales.

Recommendations:

13. Promote healthy and competitive markets. Communication and education to
consumers as the key aspect here — from COM and MS. Additionally, measures to
support EU operators.

14.  Simplification of rules without lowering standards. Highly appreciate COM’s
initiatives on this regard. Direct payments under CAP. Strengthen risk management
and mitigation (especially under climate change as highly restricted PPPs use).

15.  R&l for organic systems (biocontrol, etc). Create a Market Observatory body on
Organics.

11h45-12h20: Sustainability: Fostering Innovation in the EU Organic Sector

Statement of TP Organics (European Technology Platform for Research & Innovation
into Organics and Agroecology) Representative

Demand for organic products has grown more than the EU production.

Request: At least 30% of the R&l budget for agriculture, forestry and rural areas should
be allocated to topics relevant to the organic sector.

12h20-12h30: Closure — Head of Unit, Organic Farming, DG AGRI

The Commission’s proposal is not to reopen discussions, but to put on the table
subjects gathering consensus from Council and European Parliament. The
Commission requested Member States to send their ideas directly. Focus on
simplification, not putting forward extra elements which could not gather consensus.
Provide feedback with urgency, as the political intention is to create a proposal until
the end of 2025.

The fact that the Organic logo is an EU official attestation is very powerful. From the
legal point of view, it is something unique at EU level, and its use by COM and MS
regarding consumer information should be addressed and improved.



Update on trade agreements (11 currently): negotiations slowed down due to limited
capabilities of the unit and uncertainty of the integration of the currently developing
simplification rules.

CONTAMINANTS: NiCKEL UPDATE, SEPTEMBER 2025

FRUCOM received information from the Commission regarding the current discussion
on nickel ML for pecans. Based on FRUCOM's position paper and data
(https://frucom.eu/circulars/5527:contaminants-frucom-nickel-letter-sent-to-the-
commission.html ), the Commission and the Members States have started discussions
regarding nickel MLs. In the Scopaff meeting of 19 September, the Member
States discussed the possibility of increasing the ML for nickel in pecan nuts from 3.5
to 10 mg/kg. So far no Member State has commented against this. The
Commission considers to include this proposal in an amendment of Regulation
2023/915 on several contaminants, which is targeted for vote end 2025 or beginning
of 2026.

As no Member State commented against this proposal, for the time being no
discussions are needed in the Working Group level.
