EU-US TARIFFS: REMINDER FRUCOM MEETING WITH THE EUROPEAN
COMMIiSSION DG TRADE, 3 JULY 12H00 CET

FRUCOM will have a meeting with DG TRADE on the EU-US tariffs on Thursday 3
July at 12h00 CET.

This follows the letter that FRUCOM sent to DG TRADE based on the position paper
of 10 June responding to the EU consultation on the US reciprocal tariffs measure.

EU-US TARiFI_=S: EUROPEAN IE’ARLiAMENT EXCHANGE OF INTERNATION
TRADE COMMITTEE ON US TARIFFS

The European Parliament’'s Committee for International Trade (INTA) held two
exchanges on 24 June with the European Commission, on US tariffs and also on
Ukraine and Moldova.

On the hearing concerning the State of play of EU-US trade relations, the INTA
Committee heard from Matthias Jorgensen, the Head of Unitin DG TRADE responsible
for USA and Canada. Mr Jorgensen noted that negotiations had intensified, and there
were frequent exchanges between at technical level, and at political level between the
European Commissioner Maro$ Seféovic and his counterparts US Trade
Representative and the Commerce Secretary, which have been overall constructive.

In terms of the approach, the Commission was working on offering the US zero-for-
zero tariff agreements on a number of sectors covering industrial goods. Mr Jorgensen
referred to the US criticism of EU food safety legislation and other legislation that the
US sees as non-tariff barriers, and reassured Members of Parliament that the
Commission’s red line is anything that involves any changes in EU legislation or to the
EU’s regulatory autonomy. Finally, the EU has also asked the US to respect the EU’s
regulatory architecture. MEPs criticised the agreement that the US struck with the UK
as not being WTO compliant.

In terms of reaching an agreement, Mr Jorgensen highlighted that the EU has 9 July
as the deadline to try and find a mutually acceptable and balanced solution, if not
before this. Some MEPs were in favour of the EU Commission taking a harder line
approach, but others such as Daniel Caspary (Germany, EPP) and Lynn Boylan
(Ireland, EPP) argued that the Commission must ensure that the EU response does
not worsen the welfare of consumers and companies in the EU. Céline Imart (France,
EPP) further called on the Commission to include agriculture in its zero-for-zero
approach.

EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT DEBATES THE EU-MERCOSUR TRADE AGREEMENT

On Tuesday 24 June the European Parliament’'s Committee for International Trade
(INTA) held a hearing on the EU-Mercosur Trade Agreement, with speakers including
representatives the European automotive industry, the European wine industry, the
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European Commission’s DG TRADE, academia and civil society experts, and the
Ambassador of Brazil.

In the first panel, the industry representatives and the European Commission spoke in
favour of the opportunities that the EU-MERCOSUR agreement would present for their
sectors and industries that they represent. The second panel saw academia speak
positively of the agreement, and criticism from the civil society experts about the
potential impact of the agreement including in relation to democratic scrutiny, and
impact on the environment and indigenous communities.

According to the MEP Bogdan Zdrojewski, the Polish government will not support the
text of the agreement concluded in December. The interventions in response to this
panel were heated and many Members of Parliament were critical of the approach of
the European Commission’s lack of engagement on explaining the legal architecture
of the agreement and the potential sidelining of the role of national parliament.

The European Commission’s representative, Mr Leopoldo Rubinacci confirmed that
the proposal for signature and conclusion will be adopted by the Commission before
the end of June. When the proposal is submitted, there will be a political debate in
Council about whether it agrees to signature and Parliament about whether it is ready
to give consent. The Commission did not confirm the legal architecture, noting that it
is a matter for the College of Commissioners which will be taken in due course.

Contesting the arguments made by MEPs concerned about the risk of the Mercosur
agreement to European consumer safety and health, to animal welfare, etc due to
pesticide and other practices in Mercosur which deviate from those of the EU, Mr
Rubinacci argued that the agreement does not constrain nor limit in any way the ability
of the European Union to legislate in these areas now or in the future, nor to enforce
the current legislation it has on these matters.

Other matters discussed included the monitoring of imports from Mercosur countries
to ensure compliance with EU standards, ensuring that the products from Mercosur
which are exported to the EU meet EU standards, and the ability of Mercosur farmers
to use pesticides or other chemicals that are prohibited for farmers in the EU to use.

Finally, Mr Rubinacci also noted that in the future, as laid out in the Vision for
Agriculture, the Commission has put in place an objective of evaluating in the case of
animal welfare and use of certain pesticides, whether additional measures should
apply to imports.

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OMNiBU$ | PACKAGE: _C_OUNCiL AGREES POSITION ON SUSTAINABILITY
REPORTING AND DUE DILIGENCE REQUIREMENTS

Member States on 23 June 2025 agreed their negotiation position on the substantive
measures relating to simplify sustainability obligations for companies under the EU
Corporate Sustainability Due Diligence Directive (CSDDD) and the Corporate
Sustainability Reporting Directive (CSRD).

The proposal to simplify these directives falls under the 'Omnibus I' package adopted
by the Commission on 26 February 2025.

On the CSRD, the Commission proposed to increase the employee threshold to 1 000
employees and to remove listed SMEs from the scope of the directive. In its mandate,
the Council added an additional criteria of a net turnover threshold of over €450 million.
The Council's mandate also introduces a review clause concerning a possible
extension of the scope.

On the CSDDD, the Council’s position contains new provisions on the scope and
the due diligence assessment. While Commission’s proposal did not affect the
CSDDD'’s scope, the Council increases the threshold to 5 000 employees and €1.5
billion net turnover. In terms of the due diligence assessment, the Commission’s
proposal limits due diligence requirements to company’s own operations, those of its
subsidiaries, and those of its direct business partners (‘tier 1’), whilst Council’s
mandate changes the focus to a risk-based approach, meaning companies focus on
areas where actual and potential adverse impacts are most likely to occur within their
tier 1 supply chain.

Finally, the Council mandate postpones the CSDDD’s transposition deadline by one
year, to 26 July 2028.

Once the European Parliament reaches its own negotiating position, the Council
represented by the Swedish presidency can begin trilogue negotiations to reach an
agreement.

MINERAL OILS: AGRINFO WEBINAR (PRESENTATIONS AND NOTES)

As addressed in a previous circular, FRUCOM participated in the AGRINFO webinar
on "Upcoming new EU rules on Mineral Oil Hydrocarbons in Food". Please find the
meeting notes below. The presentations and a recording of the webinar have also been
made available, and an FAQ document will be published in the future.
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The webinar consisted of two presentations, prepared in consultation with the relevant
Commission services.

Part I: EU's approach to MOH in food.

The number of RASFF notifications on MOH increased 5 times since 2020. In the main
identified categories (fats and oils, cereals/bakery products, herbs and spices, fruit and
vegetables), raisins were the only product within FRUCOM's scope.

Only 12 Member States reported findings — thus the controls are uneven across the
EU (some MS are not putting MOH as a priority in terms of controls).

Regarding MOAH: For some products with no MLs currently under discussion,
indicative levels are on the table. Here, processed foods are expected to be the main
focus. These indicative levels would be used as a data collection exercise, based on
which MLs can potentially be set in the future if need arises.

Regarding MOSH: no MLs under discussion, no health concerns in current consumer
exposure. Indicative levels are currently under discussion.

Part Il: "Preparing for MOH maximum levels"

Presenters addressed practical mitigation strategies to identify sources of
contamination and good practices to prevent MOH contamination. It must be mitigated
at the source, as it cannot be significantly removed at later steps. Here, a
FoodDrinkEurope/BLL Toolbox on sources of contamination was presented as a key
tool for the industry to achieve a successful adaptation to the upcoming legislation.

The presenters further addressed practical strategies for stakeholders of the food
industry, calling for an intensive and focused approach on mitigation and
communication with suppliers. Furthermore, the laboratory analysis of MOH was
presented as a very complex analytical procedure, where false negative/positive
results are common when laboratories are not experienced.

FRUCOM QUESTION AND ANSWER: INDONESIA STATUS WITHIN THE
GENERALISED SCHEME OF PREFERENCES

FRUCOM had an exchange with the European Commission on Tuesday about the
status of Indonesia now or in the future as beneficiary of the GSP.
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It should be recalled that Indonesia is a beneficiary of the Standard GSP. In fiscal year
2025, the World Bank classified Indonesia as an upper middle-income country for the
second year running, so there is a risk that Indonesia could soon meet the threshold
for graduating out of the GSP (if it is classified by the World Bank as high- or upper-
middle income country in three consecutive years).

The Commission explained that:

1. On 1 July, if Indonesia is declared by the World Bank an Upper Midde Income
country, then on 1 January 2026 this would trigger the start of the graduation process
under the GSP. This process stakes one year for Indonesia to graduate (Jan 2027),
and the Commission also has to publish a delegated act.

2. In terms of the free trade agreement, whilst there are no longer negotiation rounds
taking place, there are still discussions ongoing to finalise some outstanding matters
on e.g. investment, services, market access, which are still not closed.

3. Nevertheless, there is good political will between Indonesia and the EU, and would
like to close the negotiations soon.

4. DG TRADE is hoping for a conclusion after summer break.

PESTICIDES: EFSA ASSESSMENT OF PYDIFLUMETOFEN

EFSA published its updated peer review of the pesticide risk assessment of the active
substance pydiflumetofen. Pydiflumetofen is used as a fungicide field application on
pome fruits, grapes, potato, fruiting vegetables, cucurbits and Brassica vegetables.
Regarding the mammalian toxicology area, a data gap was identified to further address
the toxicological relevance of three individual impurities present in the technical
specification in comparison with the toxicological profile of the parent compound.
Another data gap was identified to clarify the genotoxic potential of the metabolite
2,4,6-TCP leading to an issue not finalised. In addition, the potential adversity related
to succinate dehydrogenase inhibitors (SDHI) fungicidal mode of action (MOA) in
humans is inconclusive.

Pydiflumetofen has no detections in the FRUCOM database.

PESTICIDES: EFSA ASSESMENT OF FORMETANATE

EFSA published its peer review of the pesticide risk assessment of the active
substance formetanate (variant assessed formetanate hydrochloride). The
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conclusions were reached on the basis of the evaluation of the representative uses of
formetanate (variant assessed formetanate hydrochloride) as an insecticide on
tomatoes (field and greenhouses (permanent)) and on ornamentals (greenhouses
(permanent)). There are no major issues in the risk assessments, apart from data gaps
on mammalian toxicology, so this area could not be finalised.

Formetanate has a few detections in the FRUCOM database, however no
exceedances.

PESTICIDES: EFSA ASSESSMENT ON PELARGONIC ACID

EFSA published its updated peer review of the pesticide risk assessment of the active
substance pelargonic acid (nonanoic acid). Pelargonic acid is used as a herbicide on
vineyards, potatoes, paths and places with woody plants, ornamental shrubs,
ornamentals lawn, home gardens and allotments, paths and open areas with tree
growth, woody ornamentals, decorative lawns, turf (field use). In the ecotoxicology
section high risk was concluded for aquatic organisms, and the risk assessment for
bees, non-target arthropods, and for earthworms and soil macroorganisms other than
earthworms could not be finalised for a number of the representative uses. No other
major issues were identified.

This substance is not part of the FRUCOM database.

‘ANTEP FISTIK EZMES| / ANTEPFISTIGI EZMESi / GAZIANTEP FISTIK EZMESV
PROCESSED PISTACHIO PASTE FROM TURKIYE RECEIVE PGI STATUS

On 25 June, the registration of a PGl for ‘Antep Fistik Ezmesi / Antepfistigi Ezmesi /
Gaziantep Fistik Ezmesi’ from Turkiye was published in the register of protected
designations of origin and protected geographical indications was published in the
Official Journal of the European Union. This Regulation shall enter into force on the
twentieth day following its publication.

‘Antep Fistik Ezmesi' / 'Antepfistigi Ezmesi' / 'Gaziantep Fistik Ezmesi' is crafted by
combining early-harvested Gaziantep pistachios (early-harvested pistachio is called
bozig) with precise proportions of water, and beet sugar. After blending and boiling the
ingredients, the mixture is kneaded into a dough, rolled out to a 3-4 cm thickness, and
sliced.

The early-harvested version of Gaziantep pistachios, bozig including varieties such as
Uzun, Nizip, Urfa, or Barak Yildizi, is employed for production. Early-harvested
pistachios, known as bozi¢, exhibit a lighter colour than fully matured pistachios, and
their kernels are less developed. The inner fruit has a dark green colour. The moisture
content is at most 5 %.

‘Antep Fistik Ezmesi' / 'Antepfistigi Ezmesi' / 'Gaziantep Fistik Ezmesi' has the
specified ratios of Pistachios: 45 % (minimum), Sugar: 45 % (minimum), and Moisture:
8-10 %.
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The defined geographical area for 'Antep Fistik Ezmesi' / 'Antepfistigi Ezmesi' /
'Gaziantep Fistik Ezmesi' production is the Gaziantep province in Turkiye.

The unique characteristic of the geographical indication for 'Antep Fistik Ezmesi' /
'‘Antepfistigi Ezmesi' / 'Gaziantep Fistik Ezmesi' mandates that producers within the
defined geographical area use the early-harvested form of pistachios, bozi¢ in their
production. The precise harvesting of the crucial component, bozi¢, in production is
achievable through the producers' specific knowledge and expertise in this matter.
Therefore, the selection of pistachios to be used in the production of 'Antep Fistik
Ezmesi' / 'Antepfistigi Ezmesi' / 'Gaziantep Fistik Ezmesi' is the most critical point in
the production process.

The application for PGI status was made on 26 February 2025, and the application is
automatically approved as no statement of opposition under Article 51 of Regulation
(EU) No 1151/2012 was received by the Commission to the name ‘Antep Fistik Ezmesi
/ Antepfistigi Ezmesi / Gaziantep Fistik Ezmesi’
