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OFFiCiAL JOURNAL: DiRECTiVE ON THE $iMPLiFiCATiO_N OF CORPORATE
SUSTAINABILITY REPORTING AND DUE DILIGENCE REQUIREMENTS

On 26" February Directive (EU) 2026/470 of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 24 February 2026 amending Directives 2006/43/EC, 2013/34/EU, (EU)
2022/2464 and (EU) 2024/1760 as regards certain corporate sustainability reporting
requirements and certain corporate sustainability due diligence requirements (Text
with EEA relevance) was published in the Official Journal of the European Union.

This Directive shall enter into force on the twentieth day following that of its
publication in the Official Journal of the European Union (18 March 2026)

Corporate sustainability reporting directive

The CSRD’s scope is narrowed by raising its thresholds to companies with more
than 1,000 employees and above €450 million net annual turnover. Regarding
third-country undertakings, the updated requirements will apply only to companies
with a net turnover above €450 million for the parent undertaking within the EU and
above €200 million generated turnover for the subsidiary or branch.

The amending directive also provides for a transition exemption for companies that
had to start reporting from financial year 2024 (the so-called 'wave one' companies)
falling out of scope for 2025 and 2026. It also includes an exemption for certain EU
and non-EU financial holding companies from consolidated reporting.

Corporate sustainability due diligence directive

The CSDDD’s scope is narrowed by raising its thresholds to companies with more
than 5,000 employees and above €1.5 billion net turnover, considering that such
large companies have the biggest influence on their value chain and are best
equipped to make a positive impact and absorb the costs and burdens of due
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diligence processes.

On the identification and assessment of adverse impacts, companies can focus on
the areas of their chains of activities where actual and potential adverse impacts are
most likely to occur. To provide companies with flexibility, when a company has
identified adverse impacts equally likely or equally severe in several areas, this
company is given the ability to prioritise assessing adverse impacts which involve
direct business partners. Companies are also supposed to base their efforts on
reasonably available information, which will reduce the trickle-down effect of
information requests on smaller business partners.

To provide for a significant burden relief, the obligation for companies to adopt a
transition plan for climate change mitigation under the CS3D has been removed.

The updated rules also remove the EU harmonised liability regime and the
requirement for member states to ensure that the liability rules are of overriding
mandatory application in cases where the applicable law is not the national law of the
member state.

When it comes to penalties, businesses will be liable at a national level for failure to
apply the rules correctly. The new directive provides for a maximum cap of 3% of the
company’s net worldwide turnover, with the Commission issuing the necessary
guidelines in this regard.

Finally, the amending directive postpones the CS3D’s transposition deadline by
member states into national law by another year, to 26 July 2028. Companies will
have to comply with the new measures by July 2029.

PESTICIDES: FRUCOM MEETING WITH DG SANTE: COMMISSION'S REPLIES
ON TRANSITION PERIODS, MRL CHANGES, IMPORT TOLERANCES, OMNIBUS

FRUCOM held a meeting with DG SANTE's unit Unit E4 — Pesticides and Biocides
on 26 February. The goal of this meeting was to present FRUCOM's Pesticides and
Contaminants project in general lines, using the opportunity to discuss relevant topics
under the context of the Commission's Omnibus proposal for Food and Feed Safety.
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Please find the meeting notes below with the Commission's responses to FRUCOM's
questions. FRUCOM's presentation to the Commission is also available as an
attachment.

1. Industry consultation and timing

The Commission explained several procedures under the applicable regulations, not
considering future changes derived from the Omnibus proposal. These concerned
the renewal of approval of active substances and MRL revisions. The Commission
highlighted EFSA consultations with Member States and open calls for data, as well
as the possibilities for direct contact with Member States and the Commission.

2. Predictability and planning for MRL changes + Transitional measures
(Omnibus)

The Commission's proposal is currently under discussion with the Council, which will
then be forwarded to the European Parliament. According to the Commission,
transitional measures are "the possibility to keep products in the market with an old
MRL even if not compliant with new MRL in place".

Under the applicable regulations, as soon as EFSA identifies a risk (exceedance of
Acute Reference Dose), no transitional periods are put in place. Based on
stakeholder feedback that this is too drastic, the Commission proposes to include the
possibility to revise the approach based on the result of a risk assessment. This will
also consider factors such as the natural decay of the substances in the product. The
Commission requests monitoring data when temporary MRLs are set (substances
present in the environment), identifying several instances of industry data being used
to set MRLs in this case.

FRUCOM highlighted the imbalance between date of production and date of import —
imported products are disadvantaged compared to EU products. The Commission
justified the approach based on the assessment that the production date for imported
products is not as reliable as the import date, among other reasons.

3. Clarifications on trade impact assessments (Omnibus)

Timelines of this impact assessment are still to be defined, pending conclusions of an
ongoing study. The impact assessment will be performed by the Commission and will
evaluate the impact on the “competitiveness of the agri-food sector”.

The Joint Research Centre (JRC) is currently evaluating the number of “most
hazardous substances banned in the EU”. The Council is currently discussing the
parameters to define these substances. This may concern carcinogenic, mutagenic
and toxic for reproduction, plus persistent organic pollutants. While some Member
States question WTO compliance, others want to include all the substances. This will
result in a list that clarifies this description, used as a basis to evaluate to which food
products the MRLs are set, and which third countries have authorised uses for these
substances in these products and are exporting them to the EU. This is expected to
be published before the summer.

The Omnibus proposal provides the Commission with the power to act on specific
cases with a case by case impact assessment. The Unit will meet the JRC soon and
may receive a preliminary list of substances.

4. Risk-based vs hazard-based assessment (Omnibus)

The Commission classified the inclusion of the wording "Health and Environmental
reasons" as unfortunate. The goal of the proposal is to keep proportionality and



coherence with the authorisations of use in the EU, and this wording may give the
impression that the current system is not sufficiently protective of customers.
Regulation 1107/2009 (on pesticides authorisations in the EU) already takes
environmental aspects into consideration when authorising.

FRUCOM underlined that many of the products under its scope are imported
because they are not produced in the EU.

5. Overview of EU MRLs (import tolerances, Codex)

There is a table published in DG SANTE website with all import tolerances, currently
being updated. Regarding a possible table with CODEX MRLs, the Commission
indicated that there is no intention to create it at the moment.

6. Availability of alternatives in the approval process

The Commission indicated the legislative team on Regulation 1107/2009 as the
appropriate contact on this topic. FRUCOM highlighted the strict nature of controls in
mycotoxins in some products, hence the potential impact of the absence of certain
pesticides.

7. Transparency and access to EFSA data

The Commission indicated EFSA as the appropriate contact on this topic.

EUROPEAN COMMIiSSION ANNOUNCES PROVISIONAL APPLICATION OF EU
AGREEMENT WiTH MERCOSUR TO GO AHEAD

On 27 February the European Commission President Ursula von der Leyen
announced that the Commission would proceed with the interim application of the
EU-Mercosur Agreement.

According to Olof Gill, the Commission’s trade spokesperson, the next step following
today’s announcement is first, there will be an exchange of formal notifications (Note
Verbale) by the Commission to the Mercosur countries that have completed
ratification (presently Uruguay and Argentina). Two months after these notifications
are made, the provisional application of the Agreement can begin — specifically the
Interim Trade Agreement.

The provisional application will only apply to those countries that have completed
their ratification process. Other Mercosur countries will receive their formal
notifications as and when they complete their ratification process, and the agreement
would provisionally apply with these countries two months later.

Further information provided to by the Head of Unit responsible for the Mercosur
countries in DG TRADE / the European Commission, establishes more clearly the
sequence for the application of the agreement between the parties:

"It seems that the EU, Argentina, and Uruguay will deposit their instrument of
ratification in March. That means that the agreement will apply between them as of
1st May. This will be the case for any other Mercosur countries who will deposit the
instrument during the month of March; if Paraguay and Brazil will do it only in April,
for them the agreement will apply as of 1st June."

Regarding the quotas, a delegated act will have to be passed to implement the tariff
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rate quotas in the Interim Trade Agreement, which will concern the relevant duties,
rules of origin, and combined nomenclature covered by quotas etc. This is the
standard approach in trade agreements for TRQs.

The proposed benchmark levels are as
follows:

o Fruit chips: 250 pg/kg.
o Vegetable chips: 700 pg/kg.

FRUCOM, 26 Subat tarihinde DG SANTE’nin E4 Birimi — Pestisitler ve Biyositler ile
bir toplanti gergeklestirmistir. Toplantinin amaci, Komisyonun Gida ve Yem
Gulvenligine iliskin Omnibus teklifi baglaminda ilgili konulari tartisma firsatiyla birlikte
FRUCOM'’un Pestisitler ve Kontaminantlar projesini genel hatlariyla sunmakti.

Asagida Komisyonun FRUCOM sorularina verdigi yanitlari igeren toplanti notlarini
bulabilirsiniz. FRUCOM’un Komisyona sundugu sunum da ek olarak mevcuttur.

1. Sektor istisaresi ve zamanlama
Komisyon, Omnibus teklifinden kaynaklanabilecek gelecekteki degisiklikleri

dikkate almaksizin, yurarlikteki mevzuat kapsamindaki gesitli prosedurleri
aciklamistir. Bunlar aktif maddelerin onay yenilemesi ve MRL revizyonlarini
kapsamaktadir. Komisyon, EFSA’nin Uye Devletlerle yaptiJi istisareleri ve
acik veri gagrilarini, ayrica Uye Devletler ve Komisyon ile dogrudan temas
imkanlarini vurgulamigtir.

2. MRL degisiklikleri icin dngdrulebilirlik ve planlama + Gegis tedbirleri (Omnibus)
Komisyon teklifi su anda Konsey ile muzakere edilmektedir ve ardindan
Avrupa Parlamentosuna iletilecektir. Komisyona gore gegis tedbirleri, “yeni
MRL yurarlukte olsa dahi eski MRL’ye uygun UrlUnlerin piyasada tutulabilmesi
imkanidir.”

Yururlukteki mevzuat kapsaminda, EFSA bir risk tespit ettigi anda (Akut Referans
Dozunun asiimasi), herhangi bir gegis slresi 6ngérilmemektedir. Paydas geri
bildirimlerinin bunun fazla sert oldugu yonunde olmasi Uzerine Komisyon, risk
degerlendirmesi sonucuna dayali olarak yaklasimin revize edilebilmesi imkanini
onermektedir. Bu ayrica, maddelerin drinde dogal olarak pargalanmasi gibi faktorleri
de dikkate alacaktir. Komisyon, gegici MRL’ler belirlenirken (¢cevrede bulunan
maddeler i¢in) izleme verisi talep etmekte ve bu kapsamda MRL belirlenmesinde
sektor verilerinin kullanildigi gesitli ornekler bulundugunu belirtmektedir.

FRUCOM, uretim tarihi ile ithalat tarihi arasindaki dengesizlige dikkat cekmis — ithal
aranlerin AB urunlerine kiyasla dezavantajli durumda oldugunu belirtmistir. Komisyon,
ithal Granlerde Uretim tarihinin ithalat tarihi kadar guvenilir olmamasi gibi gerekgelerle
yaklasimi savunmustur.

3. Ticari etki degerlendirmeleri hakkinda agiklamalar (Omnibus)
Bu etki degerlendirmesinin takvimi, devam eden bir gcalismanin sonuglarina
bagl olarak henlz belirlenmemigtir. Etki degerlendirmesi Komisyon tarafindan
gerceklestirilecek ve “tarim-gida sektériniin rekabet glicl” Gzerindeki etkileri
degerlendirecektir.

Ortak Arastirma Merkezi (JRC) su anda “AB’de yasaklanmis en tehlikeli maddelerin”
sayisini degerlendirmektedir. Konsey, bu maddelerin tanimlanmasina iliskin
parametreleri tartismaktadir. Bu kapsam kanserojen, mutajenik ve Ureme igin toksik
maddeleri ve kalici organik kirleticileri igerebilir. Bazi Uye Devletler DTO
uyumlulugunu sorgularken, digerleri tum maddelerin dahil edilmesini istemektedir. Bu
sureg, bu tanimi netlestiren bir liste ile sonuglanacaktir; bu liste, MRL belirlenen gida
aranlerinin ve bu maddelere bu Urunlerde kullanim izni veren ve AB’ye ihracat yapan
ucuncu ulkelerin degerlendiriimesinde temel alinacaktir. Yazdan 6nce yayimlanmasi
beklenmektedir.

Omnibus teklifi, Komisyona vaka bazinda etki degerlendirmesi yaparak belirli
durumlarda harekete gecme yetkisi vermektedir. Birim yakinda JRC ile gorusecek ve
on bir madde listesi alabilir.

4. Risk temelli vs tehlike temelli degerlendirme (Omnibus)
Komisyon, “Saglik ve Cevresel nedenler” ifadesinin metne eklenmesini talihsiz
olarak nitelendirmigtir. Teklifin amaci orantililik ve AB’deki kullanim izinleriyle
tutarhligr korumaktir ve bu ifade mevcut sistemin tuketicileri yeterince
korumadigi izlenimini verebilir. 1107/2009 sayili Tuzik (AB’de pestisit
yetkilendirmeleri hakkinda) zaten izin verirken ¢evresel hususlari dikkate
almaktadir.

FRUCOM, kapsamindaki bircok tranun AB’de Uretilmedigi icin ithal edildigini
vurgulamigtir.



5. AB MRL’lerine genel bakig (ithalat toleranslari, Codex)
DG SANTE web sitesinde tim ithalat toleranslarini iceren bir tablo
yayimlanmig olup guncellenmektedir. CODEX MRL’lerini igeren olasi bir
tabloya iligkin olarak Komisyon, su asamada boyle bir tablo olusturma niyeti
olmadigini belirtmistir.

6. Onay surecinde alternatiflerin mevcudiyeti
Komisyon, bu konuda 1107/2009 sayili Tuzukten sorumlu mevzuat ekibinin
uygun muhatap oldugunu belirtmistir. FRUCOM, bazi Urlnlerde mikotoksin
kontrollerinin kati niteligine ve belirli pestisitlerin yoklugunun potansiyel
etkisine dikkat cekmistir.

7. EFSA verilerine seffaflik ve erisim
Komisyon, bu konuda uygun muhatabin EFSA oldugunu belirtmistir.

UYGULANMASININ iLERLEYECEGINi DUYURDU

27 Subat’ta Avrupa Komisyonu Baskani Ursula von der Leyen, Komisyonun AB-
Mercosur Anlagsmasi’'nin gegici uygulamasina devam edecedini duyurmustur.

Komisyonun ticaret sézcusu Olof Gill’e gére, bugunki duyurunun ardindan ilk adim,
onay surecini tamamlayan Mercosur Ulkelerine (su anda Uruguay ve Arjantin)
Komisyon tarafindan resmi bildirimlerin (Note Verbale) goénderilmesidir. Bu
bildirimlerden iki ay sonra, Anlagsmanin gegcici uygulamasi — dzellikle Gegici Ticaret
Anlagsmasi — baslayabilecektir.

Gegcici uygulama yalnizca onay surecini tamamlamis Ulkelere uygulanacaktir. Diger
Mercosur ulkeleri onay surecini tamamladikga resmi bildirimlerini alacak ve anlagma
bu Ulkeler igin iki ay sonra gegici olarak uygulanacaktir.

DG TRADE’de Mercosur Ulkelerinden sorumlu Birim Bagkani tarafindan saglanan
ilave bilgiye gore taraflar arasindaki uygulama sirasi daha netlesmektedir:

“AB, Arjantin ve Uruguay’in Mart ayinda onay belgelerini tevdi etmeleri
beklenmektedir. Bu, anlagsmanin aralarinda 1 Mayis itibariyla uygulanacag: anlamina
gelmektedir. Mart ayinda onay belgesini tevdi eden diger Mercosur ulkeleri i¢in de
ayni durum gecerli olacaktir; Paraguay ve Brezilya bunu Nisan ayinda yaparsa,
anlagma onlar i¢in 1 Haziran itibariyla uygulanacaktir.”

Kotalara iliskin olarak, Gegici Ticaret Anlasmasi kapsamindaki tarife kontenjanlarinin
uygulanmasi igin ilgili vergiler, mense kurallari ve kombine nomenklatir gibi hususlari
kapsayan bir yetki devri duzenlemesi ¢ikarilacaktir. Bu, TRQ’lar bakimindan ticaret
anlagmalarinda standart yaklasimdir.
