Ministerial Resolution No. 85/2024 

Lifting the ban on import of live birds, their products, 

derivatives and waste from the Republic of Türkiye 

 

Based on the Veterinary Quarantine Law issued by Royal Decree No. 45/2004, and the Executive 

Regulations of the Veterinary Quarantine Law issued by 107/2008, and Ministerial Resolution No. 

66/2023 prohibiting the import of live birds, their products, derivatives, and offal From the Republic 

of Türkiye, 

and to the reports issued by the World Organization for Animal Health (WOAH), 

and to the recommendation of the competent veterinary authority to eliminate the reason for banning 

the import of live birds from the Republic Türkiye, 

 based on what the public interest requires, 

Article One: The ban on the import of live birds, their products, derivatives, and offal from the 

Republic of Türkiye, contained in the aforementioned Ministerial Resolution No. 66/2023, shall be 

lifted, in accordance with the regulations for accreditation of sanitary squares - Compartment - 

recommended in Chapter 4/5 of the Terrestrial Animal Sanitary Constitution. 

 Article Two: The competent authorities must implement this decision, each in its field of 

competence. 

 Article Three: This decision shall be published in the media, and shall be effective from the date of
